Childhood Obesity

• Obese children are 30% more likely to 
become obese adults

Format of Paper

• Weighting of exam components remain relatively 
constant compared with P4

• However, a rather significant change in number 
of test items compared with P4

• Pupils’ results may plunge initially, but they will 
pick up with effective teaching and practice

• P5 pupils will take time to get accustomed to 
these changes

• These strategies will provide the basis for 
problem-solving and will be reinforced 
throughout the 2 years in the different 
topics.

• Some strategies include identifying the 
different types of problems



Approach
• Different Types of Problems :

– Constant Difference
– Remainder Concept
– Equal Fraction Concept
– Internal and External Transfer
– Etc…

Answering techniques 
– Exemplars/ error avoidance through authentic 

questions/answers 
– What is a ‘0’ mark answer, what is a 1 mark 

answer?

– Teaching pupils how to answer process skills 
related question/ cross thematic questions

– Touching on the key concepts/ Using the 
concepts to craft their answers



3 main Approaches

Application of concepts/process skills
– Use of trigger activities

– Linking to practical applications in daily life

Data Analysis
– Graph reading skills to be explicitly taught 
– Enhanced through the modular programme in 

term 3.

Make use of everyday incidents to elicit 
questions.
